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Abstract: This document contains guidelines for the preparation of full papers to be presented at the 18th Transportation Science Society of the Philippines (TSSP) Annual Conference in Gateway Suites, Araneta Center, Cubao, Quezon City, Philippines on August 20, 2010 (Friday). The full papers will be included in the seminar proceedings.  Authors are requested to submit the full papers in MS Word format on or before August 6, 2010. Authors who have not yet submitted their abstracts please submit them on or before May 22, 2010. A hard copy of abstracts would be given during the conference. 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1. FORMAT OF PAPER

Papers must take the following format:

· A4 paper (21 cm wide by 29 cm long)
· All (upper, lower, left and right hand) margins of 2.5 cm.
· Font: Times New Roman

· Font Size: 12 point pitch

· Single spacing

· Maximum length of 15 pages, including figures, tables, appendices and references.

· Do not indent but leave a blank line between paragraphs.

· Do not print anything in header and footer.

The official language of the Seminar is English. All papers are to be submitted in English. 

2. STRUCTURE

First page: This is an example of the first page of the full paper. The title of the paper should be centered in bold capitals. Each author’s name (in bold), title, organization, office address, and e-mail address should be provided. Each author’s surname should be typed in capitals. If there is only one author, the author’s information should be centered and left justified. If there are two authors, the second author’s information should be placed on the right side of the first author. If there are three authors, the third author’s information should be placed under the first author’s information as shown above.

After a blank line below the information on the author(s), an abstract with a maximum of 150 words and five key words at most should be placed. Then, after two blank lines, the main body of the paper follows, which is divided in chapters and sections when necessary. Chapters must be numbered and their title typed in bold capitals (for example, 1. INTRODUCTION). Sections must be numbered using two digits and their title typed in bold typeface (for example, 2.1 Model Validation). There should be two blank lines before each title of the chapter with the exception of new pages. One blank line must be left before the title of section or sub-section with the exception of new pages. All the text must start at the left hand margin (that is, new paragraphs are not to be indented) with the exception of listings, which may be indented.

The order of the paper is as follows:

First:
Title, authors’ information and the chapters of the main body of the text, numbered as indicated above.

Second:
the ACKNOWLEDGMENTS (title centered and in bold capital typeface) if required.

Third:
the REFERENCES (title centered and in bold capital typeface).

Fourth:
appendices if necessary

3. EQUATIONS, TABLES AND FIGURES

3.1 Format of Tables

· Tables must be numbered sequentially and have a reasonable explanatory title centered above the table; the measurement units employed in the table must be indicated.

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3.2 Format of Figures

· Figures must be drawn using good quality graphic software; they must be numbered sequentially and have a reasonably informative title centered under the figure.

3.3 Format of Equations

· Equations must be written preferably with the same word processor used for the rest of the text, without handwritten symbols in order to aid legibility. Equations must be numbered sequentially with their numbers in parenthesis and right justified. Symbols used in an equation should be defined immediately following the equation where first used.  The sample format is shown below.

where C(x, z): dispersed concentration at point (x, z) from the line source ((g/m3)

x: distance from x coordinate axis of the emission source (m)

(: horizontal direction dispersion coefficient (m/s)

(: vertical direction dispersion coefficient (m/s)

v: speed (km/h)

4. FORMAT OF REFERENCING
The Harvard System of referencing must be used. In the body of the text papers or documents are referred to by author’s surname with the year of publication in parenthesis; if the quotation is itself in parenthesis, the year of publication is separated by a comma. If the reference has more than two authors, only the surname and initials of the first author followed by et al. in italics will appear in the body of the text.

To complete the paper, references must be given alphabetically by author’s surname including: surname(s) and initials of author(s), separated by a comma, year of publication in parenthesis, title of paper, title and volume of the journal in bold typeface, and first and last pages. In the case of books, the title of the book must be in bold typeface, with the first letter capital; the publisher and the city of publication must be indicated.

The following examples present some of the most typical cases of referencing at the end of the paper; please follow them as strictly as possible.
